	3. Inspire

	a) Overview

	The region now has over 210 projects with the Inspire Mark and over 800,000 people participating in Games inspired activities. All the statistics on the Inspire Programme are found via www.nwbeinspired.com and updated on a monthly basis. 
With one year to go until the Paralymipc Games and to celebrate the Paralympic tickets going on sale, Director or Paralympic Integration, Chris Holmes joined us for a day in Merseyside. He met young disabled swimmers from the Swim Wirral project, then toured around Liverpool John Moores University, who are the lead for the Inspire project Face to face with Sport Science and the joined The Balloons Project at Liverpool Institute of Performing Arts for their rehearsal of some new songs inspired by the Paralympic Values. 

Three Inspire projects, Warrington Disability Partnership, Manchester City Football Club and Halton Table Tennis Club provided sporting activity for local school children to celebrate International Paralympic Day at the Manchester Velodrome on the 8th of September. 

The Reporters Academy have been busy across the region and have captured some of our amazing Inspire projects, Willaston Games, Legacy Youth Action, Club Ambassadors, Goal-Den Girls & Paddlers for Life. 

The Northwest StreetGames Festival took place at Sport City in Manchester with over 350 young people taking part in a whole host of sporting activities.  

Looking forward we have a few fantastic Inspire events and projects taking place:

· September 17th – NHS Corporate Games takes place in Knowsley.  

· September 26th – Jonathan Edwards will be visiting Sefton Council’s Active Sports project in Litherland

	Figures as of 12 September show that 2,218 (61%) of NW schools are now registered on Get Set, whilst 578 schools (16%) are now part of the Get Set Network.

	c) Get Set Goes Global

	A new strand of Get Set called Get Set goes global launches this Autumn. Through Get Set goes global, young people in schools and colleges will be encouraged to explore how sport can bring the world together and to take part in projects to help welcome the world to the towns, cities and communities of the UK in 2012. There are three major elements of Get Set goes global which will be offered to schools and colleges across the UK:

· Get Set for the Olympic Truce - through which young people will be encouraged to learn about the history of the Olympic Truce and to consider how sport and the Olympic Games can bring people together and promote peace

· Every school in the UK will be invited to ‘support a team’, becoming a supporter of at least one other Olympic and Paralympic team from elsewhere in the world and following their preparations to the Games. (www.london2012.com/getsetgoesglobal) 

· Every school will be invited to celebrate London 2012 World Sport Day on Monday 25th June 2012. Schools across the whole of the UK will be encouraged to celebrate the sports, athletes and cultures of the teams they have been learning about and to host celebratory events to mark the world’s arrival in the UK for the London 2012 Games. It will also mark the opening of Lloyds TSB National School Sport Week in England and Wales.

	Applications for Paralympic Games tickets are open between 9 September 2011 and 6pm on 26 September 2011 via www.tickets.london2012.com. Key facts for Paralympic Games tickets include: 

· More than half of tickets priced at £10 or less

· Three-quarters of tickets priced at £20 or less

· All tickets include Travelcard

· ‘Day passes’ available enabling ticket holders to see several sports on same day

· The Group Organiser scheme offers an opportunity to take Inspire projects, sports clubs, and other community groups to the Games. The scheme enables teachers/leaders to attend at no extra cost.
