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Ticketshare scheme

Schools and colleges have until 16 December to join the Get Set Network and be eligible to receive tickets to the Games via the Ticketshare scheme. For more information visit http://getset.london2012.com/ 
So far there are 83 schools in Trafford that are registered with Get Set. However, only 15 of these schools have completed their Network registration. Therefore 68 schools that have shown an interest will not benefit from the ticketshare scheme and the opportunity to take part on the torch relay, as well as additional ideas, resources and opportunities to get involved. 
The stories in this edition of the newsletter show how various Trafford schools which have joined the network are embracing the Olympic and Paralympic values and are providing exciting opportunities for their pupils.
Navigation Primary School and the Get Set Network
Joining the Get Set Network meant children at Navigation Primary feeling part of the Olympic movement and having access to new sports. Sport is used to help develop children’s confidence and inspire them in other areas of their lives. Navigation was already promoting the Olympic values through PE, PSHE and other subjects. Get Set would mean more opportunities to focus on the Olympic and Paralympic values and support the development of them in the local community.

The Journey So Far

Navigation is an inclusive school and always promotes equal opportunities through its well attended clubs. School teams play on a friendly basis and do very well in local leagues and tournaments.

Sports day 2011 was held at Altrincham athletics track as a warm up to an ambitious and exciting event for 2012 which will include opening ceremonies, Paralympics events and children representing different countries. 

Navigation has set up ‘Sporting Stars’, a club aimed at developing social skills and encouraging positivity amongst children with EBD and other special needs. School holiday sports camps are hosted to support parents in the local community and extra-curricular clubs inspire children to take up a range of sports. 

A prospective Olympic athlete currently training to represent Team GB at London 2012 visited the school and taught children volleyball. Children have also been busy discussing sporting news, researching famous Olympic athletes and entering the design a healthy meal competition. 

Positive Values

PSHE has involved children researching, questioning and evaluating how the Olympic and Paralympic Games promote inspiration, determination, enterprise and equality. 

Having looked at inspirational role models, some of whom have succeeded in the face of great adversity, children are feeling more confident in discussing their future plans and setting goals for themselves. After watching their heroes children are inspired to participate in a range of sporting activities.

And the highlights for students?

· “I am most looking forward to watching athletes who never want to give up, who push themselves to their very limits” 

· “What inspires me most about the Olympic Games is that everybody, no matter who they are or what background they are from, has the chance to succeed and be the best that they can be. Everyone is equal!” 

· “I cannot wait to see the different religions and cultures from around the world come together for one event!” 

Towards 2012

Navigation aims to develop links with countries competing in the Games and establish links with a London school. Collaboration with local schools on a Games-based project is planned, as is participation in a sports event involving neighbouring special schools. Topic work and a whole curriculum week will be linked to the Games and their values; children will be encouraged to demonstrate the values in their everyday lives. Intra and inter school competitions will be developed and children will be offered opportunities to experience Olympic sports. An ultimate measure of success would be the number of children participating in school sport who do not participate currently.
Olympic Fever at Lostock College!
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At every Primary festival or competition hosted by Lostock College all participants receive an Olympic / Paralympics themed certificate for participation. All certificates feature a word border created using the seven Olympic and Paralympic values. The values are reinforced during presentations. 
Lostock College is making a bid to be chosen to carry the Olympic Torch on its UK journey in 2012. Talks are in progress to enlist public support to secure our nomination. 
The pledges made to secure our acceptance on the Get Set Network are now making an impact. The Cross-Curricular 2012 Award Scheme has been launched at Lostock College and at all the local primary schools with an assembly presentation. Lostock College‘s application for London 2012 tickets via our Get Set Network status has been successful. The school will find out its allocation in January 2012. 
Olympic Workshop 

On 29 June Lostock College took part in an Olympic workshop presented by the Get Set Network delivered by EBS. 60 students ranging from year 7 - 9 were set the challenge of organising a three day visit for six students from another country. They had to pick a project manager, choose a team name, plan their activities and research, cost and present their ideas. They had to tie in the Olympic ideals to their ideas and give information about their choice of country and why they chose it. They had to choose activities that their visitors could take part in over the three days in Manchester and the North West. The students worked in groups of five and the winning team was Team Inspire, whose presentation was not only very entertaining but included all the relevant information. All those involved had a great morning and are eagerly looking forward to London 2012.
Submitting an application to the Get Set network

The Get Set network application form is short and simple. You only have to answer three questions:

1. In not more than 200 words, tell us why you got involved in Get Set 

2. In not more than 200 words, summarise what you and your students have done/are doing to demonstrate a commitment to the Olympic and Paralympic Values 

3. In not more than 200 words, tell us what plans you have to continue this work in the future. 

What makes a successful application?

The Get Set team is looking for applications which demonstrate three things:

1. How you are using the Games to add value to the life of the school/college 

2. A commitment to the Olympic and Paralympic Values 

3. High levels of learner engagement in the development and delivery of your Values-based initiatives and projects.

You will get the chance to upload additional evidence to support your application such as an official school development plan if you wish to do so. This document should make it very clear how your school plans to continue to use the London 2012 Games and the Values to build on the work you are already planning.

This development plan can be for the whole school, one particular department, or could even target specific groups such as children with special educational needs, refugees or those with English as an additional language – it is entirely up to you, and will depend on how you and your students have decided to demonstrate a commitment to the Values

Flixton Girls’ High School leads the way in sport
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Summer 2011 has certainly been a season of sport at Flixton Girls, as the school led the organising committee (LOC) in the planning of the Greater Manchester School Games and played host to the Greater Manchester Mini Games.

The Greater Manchester School Games was one of the first of the Government's 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Legacy Events to take place in the North West, with Greater Manchester hosting the biggest pilot event in the UK.  Headteacher Julie Hazeldine was the Chair of the organising committee (LOC) behind the event.  

The Games were opened at the Regional Athletics Arena at Eastlands, with guests including Manchester’s Lord Mayor, Councillor Harry Lyons, elite athlete Jason Gardener MBE (pictured above) and Tim Loughton MP.  Then 1,500 young people from over two hundred Primary, Secondary and Special schools from the ten local authorities across Greater Manchester began a day of participating in eleven competitions at some of Manchester’s most prestigious Commonwealth Games 2002 facilities including Eastlands, the National Cycling Centre, Manchester Aquatics Centre, Manchester Tennis Centre, Wright Robinson Sports College, and Belle Vue Athletics Centre.  

250 student volunteers formed as the School Games Crew, which helped to run and promote the events. 
Two Trafford schools won gold medals. Well Green Primary won the Y5/6 High 5 Netball competition and Ashton on Mersey won the Y7/8 Girls Tag Rugby event.
On 8 July, the school played host to the Greater Manchester Mini Games, a multi-sport competition for primary school teams from each of Greater Manchester’s 10 Boroughs. The event was organised by Sport Trafford, with input from the school’s Events Team and student Young Leaders.

The day got underway with an opening ceremony which included performances from Flixton Girls’ dance team. More than 1000 youngsters took part in a mass participation warm up before the fixtures began.

In addition to the nine competitive sports the pupils had a chance to sample other sports such as athletics, lacrosse, dance mats and badminton in between their fixtures.  Deputy Headteacher Lisa Austin said: “It’s fantastic as a Sports College that we are leading the LOC in planning this event. There will be lots of opportunities to embed the 2012 legacy.”
