Mori Poll 2008 Summary: Culture
Participation in Physical Activity: Physical Activity - 2007&2008 Summary
· 2008 sees a borough wide 2% increase in people who do at least 30 minutes exercise 3 or more times a week. Greatest increase is in Altrincham South (18%) and Sale East (14%). Greatest decrease in Old Trafford (-15%) and Stretford (-11%)

· Across the whole borough there is 9% increase in people aged 45-64 taking 30 minutes exercise 3 or more times a week. In all other age groups this decreased very slightly with the greatest decrease in the 16-24 age range. (-3%)

Cultural Participation (Excel Sheet Cultural participation 2008&2007)
Residents where asked when they last used a particular cultural facility. For uniformity a ‘user’ has been taken as someone who has used the facility in the last year. More detailed information is available on Excel Sheets CulturalFacilities_Participation2007 and CulturalFacilities_Participation2008.
· Waterside Arts Centre:  Biggest increase in Partington and Carrington (18.5%) and Sale East (15.3%). Biggest decrease in Altrincham North and South (-15.8% and – 15.3%)

· Parks and Open Spaces have seen an increase in all neighborhoods apart from a very small (0.1%) decrease in Sale West.

· Partington and Carrington and Sale East have seen increases in use in all areas apart from use of Youth Centres. 

· Youth Centres saw decreases in use between 2007 and 2008 in all neighborhoods apart from Old Trafford (2%) and Stretford (5%)

· In several neighborhoods increases in use between 2007 and 2008 have been quite significant. Sale East has an 18.1% increase in use of Museums and Galleries and a 22.1% increase in use of Theatres and Concert Halls. Partington and Carrington have a 19.9% increase for use of Parks and Open Spaces and a 16.1% increase in use of Sports and Leisure Facilities. This is as well as the increased use of Waterside Arts Centre.

· Conversely, some facilities have seen significant reductions in participation between 2007 and 2008:

Sports/leisure facilities/events: 20% decrease in Old Trafford

Libraries: Decreases of between 8% - 6% in Altrincham North, Old Trafford, Sale West and Urmston
Museums and Galleries: 17% decrease in Altrincham North and 15% in Sale West

Theaters and Concert Halls: 16% decrease in Old Trafford and 20% decrease in Sale West

Waterside Arts Centre: 15-16% decrease in Altrincham North and South
Youth Centres: Decrease of 8% in Altrincham South

*In 2007 the question regarding ill health/disability was asked as a single question. In 2008  it was asked as two separate questions, which have been combined in the table above for comparison purposes.
· During both years the largest proportion of people stated that they are happy with what they do. 

· Lack of facilities locally and lack of information about what’s on featured highly  in both years.

· In 2008 the highest percentage of people who thought that lack of facilities locally were barriers to use of cultural facilities were found in Old Trafford. (11%) The lowest percentages were found in Partington and Carrington and Sale West (3%)

· Also in 2008 the highest percentage of people who thought that lack of information about what is available was a barrier to use of cultural facilities were in Altrincham South. (11%) The lowest levels were in Altrincham North and Sale West (4%)

· Fear of crime and concerns over safety/security featured relatively low as a barrier to use of cultural facilities.


Fear of crime 3% (up from 2% from previous year)


Safety/security issues 2% (up from 1% from previous year)


In 2008 fear of crime as a barrier to use of cultural facilities is highest in Partington and 
Carrington (6%) while concerns over safety and security registers highest in Old 
Trafford (8%)

Satisfaction with Cultural Facilities (Excel Sheet: Living in Trafford - Cultural Facilities)
In 2008 participants were asked whether they thought certain aspects of living in Trafford had got better or worse. These are the results for most of the questions relating to sport and culture.

Two sets of data are included in this summary. The first represents the actual data. E.g. x% of residents in Old Trafford said they thought sports facilities had improved while y% didn’t know or didn’t give an opinion.

The second type of data represents the difference between those who thought it had improved and those who thought it had got worse. A minus figure indicates that more people thought that a particular service had got worse than those who thought it had got better. A positive indicates that more people thought it had improved. 
Respondents who said it had stayed the same or who did not give a response were taken as being neutral and have not been taken into account. This second set is purely an indication of the overall trend for a particular area.
Activities for teenagers:

· In 2008 the highest percentage who thought that these facilities had got better was in Old Trafford. (24%) In 2007 this was also the case although the percentage was less. (18%)

· Sale and Sale West had among the lowest percentage of people who thought Activities for Teenagers had got better, 4% in each case.

· Old Trafford was the only neighborhood where the difference figure was positive (2%)

· In all other areas the difference was negative, the lowest neighborhoods being Urmston  (-29%) and Stretford (-22%)

Cultural Facilities (Libraries, Cinemas, Museums etc)

· The highest percentage of people who thought Cultural Facilities had improved was in Altrincham South. (48%).  Sale East followed with 36% while Altrincham North was a close third with 34%
· There was a high instance of people who thought that Cultural Facilities had stayed the same, over 50% in Old Trafford, Sale West, Stretford and Urmston.
· The highest percentage of people who thought that facilities had got worse was in Partington and Carrington. (19%) Stretford is the second highest neighborhood (18%) while Urmston is third (17%)

· The difference was best in Altrincham South (37%) while the worst was in Urmston and Stretford, both with -1%.
Waterside Arts Centre
· As in 2007, 2008 saw a particularly high occurrence of people who did not state an opinion on Waterside Arts Centre, the highest is 74% in Old Trafford.  In Partington and Carrington there was a significant change in this figure with it dropping from 87% in 2007 to only 46% in 2008.
· The two neighborhoods where the highest percentage of people thought it had improved were the same as in 2007. Sale East (41%) and Sale West (28%)

· Waterside Arts Centre saw most improvement in Sale East with a difference of 39%. 41% of respondents thought it had got better with only 2% saying it had got worse. 

· It is the only facility amongst those looked at here which shows a positive difference in all neighborhoods.
Sports and Leisure Facilities
· A high proportion of people asked thought these facilities had stayed the same in 2008, all neighborhoods had percentages over 40% with the highest being Sale West (65%)

· The highest percentage of people who thought Sports Facilities had improved were in Partington and Carrington (36%) This is nearly the same as in 2007 when Partington and Carrington was also the highest but with 37%.
· Stretford had the highest percentage of people who thought these facilities had got worse (15%) This was closely followed by Altrincham North and South (13% each)

· Stretford was the only neighborhood with a negative difference (-3%) Partington and Carrington had the highest positive score with 29%
Cleanliness of Parks and Open Spaces
· Again, a high percentage of people thought this had stayed the same, highest being Sale West where 67% of respondents thought this had not changed. Lowest is Old Trafford with 42% but most areas showed figures of over 50%

· The largest number of people who thought it had improved was in Old Trafford (29%) This is an increase from 23% in 2007.
· In Altrincham North 22% thought this had got worse. Second highest was Urmston where the figure was 19%
· Altrincham North has the only negative difference (-4%) Altrincham South, Partington and Carrington and Sale East all share the highest difference of 10%

Summary by Neighbourhood Forum
· Stretford has the highest number of negative differences (Activities for Teenagers, Cultural Facilities and Sports and Leisure Facilities) The remaining facilities, Waterside Arts Centre  and Cleanliness of Parks and Gardens were only just positive, 2% in both cases. 
· A sum totaling the percentage of people who though facilities had improved in Stretford comes to just 57%. In Altrincham South, the neighbourhood with the highest total, the sum is more than double this at 125%
· Old Trafford is the only neighbourhood to have a positive difference across all facilities
